How much? Total trip cost is $70. A deposit of $35 IS DUE ON January 15. The remaining $35 and   permission forms are due on February 5, 2012. The $70 covers transportation to and from Timber-Lee, lodging, food, and several activities. Students may want to bring extra money to purchase t-shirts, snacks, and extra activities. This could be as little or as much as you would like. 
First come first serve- Artic Blast will sell out quickly, and we only have a limited number of spots. Get your deposit in early to guarantee your spot! 
A note about money- DON'T LET MONEY BE THE REASON YOUR CHILD IS NOT A PART OF 
THIS EVENT. If you do not have the financial resources to cover your cost, please talk to Tyler. We can 

discuss some possible fundraisers, payment plans, or scholarship opportunities. 

How to sign up- Turn in your DEPOSIT on or before January 15. The remaining balance and     permission forms are due on or before February 5, 2012. These deadlines allow us to turn in our registrations and determine the number of adult team members and drivers we will need.
